
Example 1 ( Security Officer specialising in guarding

This occupation is for entry-level workers in the security sector who wish to become fully operational and gain a security licence.  A security guard would normally carry out basic guarding duties such as undertaking foot or vehicle patrols, protecting property and guarding of cash in transit.  After completing a Certificate II, a guard working at this level would be required to operate basic security equipment and maybe perform crowd control or body guard duties.  The example below details how elective units of competency can be combined to provide a guard with the essential skill and knowledge requirements to perform this job effectively.

	Packaging rules:

To achieve recognition at the Certificate II level, the candidate must demonstrate competency in the seven core units, plus four electives (total eleven units). Up to two of the required electives may be selected from other qualifications aligned at the Certificate I, II or III level in this Training Package or from other relevant endorsed Training Package qualifications aligned at the Certificate I, II or III level (with a maximum of one unit from Certificate I).
